We all have a responsibility to the poor . . . to all those in our world who regularly experience 

severe hunger.  Elisha, the prophet, fed 100 people with 20 barley loaves and still had leftovers.  

Jesus fed 5,000 people with five barley loaves and two dried fish.  These, we know, are miracles 

at the hand of God.  This is given to us in the Bible to teach us . . . this is exactly what the Lord is wanting for us—

everyone should have food to meet their daily needs . . . we have to be Jesus for others.   

 

Is this what happens in our world today?  Every three days more people die from malnutrition and disease than from the 

bombing of Hiroshima.  Every year more people die from preventable hunger than died in the Holocaust.  We grow 

enough grain in the world to give every man, woman and child a satisfactory diet of 3,000 calories (Darring, G.).  The 

Church has taught us:  ñFeed the man dying of hunger, because if you have not fed him, you have killed him.ò(Vatican II, 

Constitution on the Church in the Modern World (1965) 69. 
 

Our world lacks unity and peace, especially during this Covid pandemic.  St. Paul echoes Jesus’ teaching by asking us:  

ñmake every effort to preserve the unity which has the Spirit as its origin and peace as its binding force.ò  God has 

given us plenty of food and other blessings, enough for everyone.  The horrible politics and disunity in our world are the 

problems which keep food from getting to those who need it most.  God has provided for us . . . we have to find ways to 

use our blessings for everyone’s benefit. 

 

In our own country, what do we know is happening?  Laws are being passed which benefit those who are at the top one 

percent of wealth ownership!  Laws are being passed which diminish the buying power of all of the rest of us.  The mid-

dle class has essentially disappeared.  Why are we not more vocal in trying to help those who most need it?  We can stop 

the injustice if we are willing to speak out and then try to figure how we can do something to level the playing field.  We 

have to stay informed about what is happening in our country and seek only TRUTH.   

 

The miracle Jesus performed by feeding thousands with so little was the foundation for Jesus’ teaching on the Eucharist.  

The hand of the Lord continues to feed us through the Eucharist, through his Word in Scripture and through the lives of 

others.  Jesus calls us to feed others.   

 

We remember a famous quote, author unknown: 
 

 ñI was hungry and you blamed it on the communists . . . 

  I was hungry and you circled the moon. 

  I was hungry and you told me to wait. 

  I was hungry and you said, óWe donôt hire people over 50 years of age.ô 

  I was hungry and you said, óGod helps those who help themselves.ô 

  I was hungry and you set up committees. 

  I was hungry and you saidô so were my ancestors.ô 

  I was hungry and you told me I shouldnôt be. 

  I was hungry and you had too many bills to pay so you couldnôt give me work. 

  I was hungry and you said, óThe poor are always with us.ô 
 

When St. Mother Teresa was working to help the thousands in the slums of Calcutta, she was asked why she did this 

rather than recruiting more sisters to do this work since she was only one.  She responded, ñI donôt look at the thou-

sands . . . I look at the one suffering on the street and by helping the one, there will be one less needing help tomorrow.  

I become the face of Jesus for each one. 
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SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME:   Jesus is followed by a large crowd in today’s Gospel, like the 

sheep without a shepherd we heard him encounter last week, and he finds a way to fill their needs and serve them all.  

He serves them quite literally, multiplying the loaves and fish so that thousands of people have not just enough to eat, 

but more than enough, more left over than they had in the first place.  Next week we will hear Jesus call himself the 

bread of life, but today he shows us.  He is the source of our sustenance, each time we come together to celebrate the 

Eucharist, just as he was two thousand years ago on the mountain.  Significantly, in 

both of today‘s readings that involve the miraculous multiplication of food, the food is 

brought by an anonymous soul.  In the first reading, someone brings just enough food 

for the holy man, Elisha. In the Gospel it is a child, surely not expecting the pivotal role 

he will play in this event.  In both cases, the Lord transformed something that ordinary 

people produced and offered so that it is able to satisfy everyone in need.  
      

      What can you offer to people in need that the Lord can transform to satisfy more than you ever expected?
